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Watch out..... Falls from height

Any fall from height, even a relatively small height, can |
cause serious injury. A fall from a roof, bale stack, machine
or ladder can be fatal. How might life in a wheelchair feel?

You and/or any of your employees including someone
working in your office could be at risk.

So what can you do?

Employees, make sure that:

1 You remain vigilant for hazards in your workplace and report any problems to
your employer without delay. You should also expect your employer to respond
positively and in a timely manner to any such report

1 You do not work any sort of height without having an agreed safe system of
work

1 You get on or off tractors and big machines safely, using the steps properly; do
not just jump down from the cab or work platform

1 You are aware of any hazards at whatever site you are working on and you know
how to stay safe

1 You do not do anything that might put you or anyone else at risk of a fall

1 You always assess the risks of what you are doing. Take a responsibility for
keeping yourself and others safe — be professional

Watch out..... Falls from height

Employers, make sure that:

1 Your workplace is safe — no unguarded/uncovered edges, drops or pits; ladders
are safe; machine/vehicle/building access is safe, clean and well-maintained

1 No work is carried out at height without your express permission and a you have
done a risk assessment and developed a safe system of work that everyone
understands

1 Materials, office consumables, spares and the like are stored at or below
head-height

1 Your staff report any dangerous situations and circumstances and that you do
something about whatever it is without delay

1 You check your customers workplace and do not accept anything less than a safe
working environment for you and your staff

1 You know what everyone is doing and that they are working in a safe way

1 You do not tolerate your staff taking unsafe shortcuts or your customers putting
you or your staff at undue risk

1 You always set a good example
